Site Description and History

Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18 is located in Horseheads, Chemung County, New York.
The site in question is located on the southwest portion of the Horseheads High School Athletic
Field (Ref. 1, p. 4). The site is in a primarily residential area of Horseheads. Another Kentucky
Avenue Satellite Site (No. 8), Thorne Street Park, is west of the site. The three-acre site is
owned by the Horseheads School District and contains a parking lot and athletic fields. The site
is bordered on the west by an unnamed intermittent stream. Figures 1 and 2 depict the regional
site location and a detailed site map, respectively.

Interviews with local agencies and school officials indicated that there was no history of
hazardous waste handling or disposal at the site (Ref. 2, p. 1). According to local officials, the
property has been owned by the school district for over 75 years, although the site may have
been mined for sand and gravel during the building of U.S. Route 17 (Ref. 2, p. 3). No evidence
of hazardous waste handling or disposal exists.

State/Federal Records

Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18 was originally identified as a possible source of
trichloroethene contamination in groundwater during the remedial investigation of the Kentucky
Avenue Wellfield Site in 1983 (Ref. 1, p. 72). The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency

(USEPA) aerial photographs indicated that the site may have been a small landfill or dump in
1964 (Ref. 1, p. 4).

In 1986, NUS Corporation performed. a Site Inspection and prepared a Hazardous Ranking
System Model. Polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) were found in three of six soil samples and
one (downgradient) stream sediment sample (Ref. 1, pp. 79-83). These samples were collected
at locations adjacent to the asphalt-covered parking lot (Ref. 1, pp. 24, 74). Lead, cadmium,
copper, and mercury were also detected in soil adjacent to the bus parking lot at low
concentrations. Lead, toluene, and PCB Aroclor-1260 were present in the downgradient sediment
sample. 'Direc_t air readings for contaminant concentrations during the site inspection did not
detect any concentrations above background levels (Ref. 1, p. 42). Upgradient and downgradient

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surface water samples as well as the upgradient stream sediment sample were found to be
uncontaminated (Ref. 1, pp. 79-83). Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18 scored 30.42 in the
HRS model done by NUS Corporation (Ref, 1, p. 4).

In 1986, NUS Corporation sampled regional monitoring wells that exist in the vicinity of
Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18 (Ref. 3, pp. 9, 69). Analytical results showed that these
upgradient and downgradient wells were uncontaminated (Ref. 3, pp. 70-74). In 1989, Ebasco
Services Incorporated performed 4 site investigation at Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18
as part of a supplemental remedial investigation for the Kentucky Avenue Wellfield. A soil gas
survey performed during the site inspection indicated that no volatile organics were present at
the site (Ref. 4, p. 13). It was concluded that there was no reason to suspect this site as a source
of soil or groundwater contamination. '

Conclusions
The following conclusions can be made concerning Kentucky Avenue Satellite Site No. 18:

*  The site history does not indicate a strong likelihood of hazardous waste handling ' or
disposal at the site.

*  There is no evidence/documentation of any hazardous waste handling or disposal at the site.
|

*  Sampling results indicated the presence of hazardous constituents (i.e., PAHs and metals).
Soil samples were obtained from athletic fields (i.e. turf) which may be located on a former
gravel pit (Ref. 2, p. 3). The three soil samples and the downgradient stream sediment
sample that had elevated levels of PAHs and metals were adjacent to a paved parking area
(Ref. 1, pp. 74, 79-83). Stormwater runoff from the paved lot would flow onto adjacent
areas where these samples were located and toward the intermittent stream. PAHs present
in the three soil samples and the doanradient sediment sample are most likely anributablc
to stormwater runoff from the paved parking area (Ref. 1, p. 4) where hydrocarbon
contaminated runoff would be anticipated as a result of fuel combustion exhaust and minor
oil leakage from normal vehicular traffic. Other soil sample locations further from the
parking lot were uncontaminated.

*  The relatively higher concentrations of cadmium, lead, copper, and mercury coincide ‘with
the presence of PAHs in one soil sample location proximate to the parking lot. This
indicates that soil contaminants in areas adjacent to the parking lot may be related to runoff
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
